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From the Desk of Pastor Bob 
Dear Emmanuel family and friends, 
Later this month, on February 13, we will begin together our 
annual 40 day journey from Ashes to Easter. Lent is a time to 
reflect together as a community what it means to be baptized. It 
is the ancient tradition of the church to baptize and to renew the 
promises of Baptism at Easter. To deepen the meaning of the 
Easter renewal of our baptismal covenant, this year we will spend 
time each Wednesday evening at midweek worship reflecting 
together about what baptismal discipleship looks like. As Christians we nurture the 
culture of mission and discipleship by embracing faith practices that stem from our 
baptism. In response to God’s action in baptism, our life is one of growth in the 
practices of discipleship: “Baptism inaugurates a life of discipleship in the death and 
resurrection of Christ. Baptism conforms us to the death and resurrection of Christ 
precisely so that we repent and receive forgiveness, love our neighbors, suffer for the 
sake of the Gospel, and witness to Christ.” (The Use of the Means of Grace: A 
Statement on the Practice of Word and Sacrament [ELCA], principle 14) 
 
The liturgy for the Affirmation of Baptism describes the faith practices that grow out of 
our baptism (Evangelical Lutheran Worship, page 236). We are invited to: 
 “….live among God’s faithful people; hear the word of God and share in the 
Lord’s Supper; proclaim the good news of God in Christ through word and deed; 
serve all people following the example of Jesus; and strive for justice and peace in all 
the earth.” 
Each of the five Wednesday evenings in Lent we will examine one of these practices 
and what they mean for our discipleship: 

� live among God’s faithful people  
� hear the word of God and share in the Lord’s Supper  
� proclaim the good news of God in Christ through word and deed  
� serve all people following the example of Jesus  
� strive for justice and peace in all the earth 

When we support each other in living out the covenant of our baptism we learn to 
Know Christ and Boldly Make Him Known! 
See you in church! 
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February 13 is  Ash Wednesday  
Holy Communion with the Imposition of Ashes 

10:00am and 7:00pm 
Lent begins with a solemn call to fasting and repentance as we begin 
our journey to the baptismal waters of Easter. The sign of ashes 
suggests our human mortality and frailty. What seems like an ending 

is really an invitation to make each day a new beginning, in which we are washed in 
God's mercy and forgiveness. With the cross on our brow, we long for the spiritual 
renewal that flows from the springtime Easter feast to come. 
As the season of Lent begins each year, God's people are invited to take on three 
great disciplines: prayer, fasting, and alms-giving. In the Ash Wednesday service, 
you will hear the invitation to prayer, fasting, and alms-giving in the reading from Joel 
as well as the words of the liturgy. Jesus' words in the gospel will remind us that our 
acts of faithfulness always come as a response to God's gifts. Remembering this gives 
a note of humility to all we do. Piety is not something to brag about. Piety is not 
something to be proud of. Piety is but acknowledgment of the one who first gave us 
everything. 
 

Don’t miss the opportunity to worship with God’s people at Emmanuel on the first day 
of Lent.

Together in Mission 
One of the most meaningful sermons I’ve heard (via YouTube) is Martin Luther King’s 
“I See the Promised Land” delivered on the eve of his assassination. 
 

King starts with thought exercise, “If I were standing at the beginning of time, with 
the possibility of general and panoramic view of the whole human history up to now, 
and the Almighty said, ‘which age would you like to live in?’” King goes on to talk 
about the great events and magnificent times and concludes, “I would turn to the 
Almighty and say, ‘if you allow me to live just a few years in the second half of the  
20th century, I will be happy.’ Now that’s a strange statement to make, because the 
world is messed up. The nation is sick. Trouble is in the land. Confusion is all around. 
But I know, somehow, that only when it is dark enough, can you see the stars. And I 
see God working in this period….in a way that men, in some strange way, are 
responding. “Our country and world has had problems galore that have been answered 
by Christ’s calling to action. Dr. King knew that with all of our knowledge, all of our 
technology, that the answer to our ills is not within ourselves, but in God.  
 

We too live in a troubled time. Anxiety, stress, worry, weigh us down; global 
confrontation, financial instability worry us so much that we recede, protect and 
defend only to find more of the same. But the deeper we plunge into the resource of 
Jesus Christ, the more we find solace, peace, contentment and robustness. We have 
problems in our world. 
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Our Lutheran Church is struggling in the country and in our state. Young people are 
growing up “unchurched” and skeptical, isolated and disconnected. Not surprisingly 
church attendance is down, church finances are tight and congregations struggling. 
We have problems in our church. 
 

Our neighbors are raw; quick to anger, skeptical of others and scheming the system 
for personal advantage and in many cases survival. We have individual problems. 
 

The Good News is that we have the cure; simple, pure and elegant. The Good News is 
the same for us today as it was for Martin Luther King, Martin Luther and the ancients. 
The Good News is God’s Grace. 
 

There is a hole in the hearts of the world and the hearts of our neighbors and that 
hole is God shaped.  
 

Today we need to be in our community with a newspaper in one hand, to make us 
sensitive to the struggles of our neighbors and the Bible in the other, to provide the 
elixir.  
 

Together in Mission is not the answer but rather part of God’s process. Together in 
Mission (TiM) is New Vision to Become a Growing and Evangelizing Church. The 
concept is simple but elegant. We raise money. Then we challenge Lutherans to come 
up with innovative ways to kick start growth and evangelism in their neighborhoods 
today.  
 

Together in Mission, since 2011, has raised over $500,000 and has funded over 50 
new start up and out reaching ministries across our synod. Emmanuel has been one of 
the largest supporters of TiM and over the next two months we’ll endeavor to provide 
information about what TiM has accomplished and what’s next. We’ll learn about the 
fiduciary processes and the lives that have been changed.  
                                                                                       

TiM has momentum and has secured another challenge grant for the Mid Gulf 
conference. Stay tuned….. 
 

Be on the lookout for more information in the bulletin, we plan on having a 
“recommitment Sunday” for those who want to contribute, an “annual report meeting” 
where we will hear from grant recipients, and perhaps share ideas about new ministry 
opportunities for us at Emmanuel.

Central African Republic: The needs of the people do not cease even when guns 
and violence threaten the political and civic stability of their country. Because of rebel 
activity, our missionaries have been safely evacuated to nearby Cameroon, but they 
live in hope of soon returning to continue God’s work in C.A.R.—Pr. Deborah Troester, 
teaching and pastoring students and friends at the seminary, and Dr. Joe Troester, 
assisting with the construction of spring boxes to bring clean, safe water to hundreds 
of people, blessing their lives with better health, sanitation and even educational 
opportunities. Please keep Pastor Deborah, Dr. Joe and the people of C.A.R. in your 
prayers. 
 

Spring Box Update: Emmanuel’s Advent water project focused on raising funds to 
support Dr. Joe’s work as he accompanies the people of C.A.R. on their challenging 
water journey. The generous sum of $4300 was collected during Advent, enough to 
build two spring boxes and provide water access to hundreds of people. We thank 
you for your generosity, for pouring your hearts and gifts into the “red 
bucket” and providing Living Water to our brothers and sisters in C.A.R.! 
 

February 2-3: Kick for the extra point on SOUPER BOWL weekend! Are we 
ready to try for at least one more spring box with our donations to Dr. Joe’s water 
project? Once again we will have the opportunity to be God’s hands as we pray and 
give and offer thanks for the gift of water.

Haiti: Working with Emmanuel and the Florida-Bahamas Synod Haiti Task Force, Pr. 
Livenson Lauvanus and the Eglise Lutherienne d’Haiti have been authorized to buy 
land for a church/community center in Jacmel. We look forward to the process and 
progress that will eventually provide a thriving home for programs involving faith 
development, worship, education and health to the people of Jacmel. It is likely that 
Pr. Lauvanus will be able to give us an update on the Jacmel project when he visits 
Emmanuel in March. Yes! Plans are in the works for his visit—details soon to be 
determined . . . so stay tuned. Regarding visits . . . if anyone at Emmanuel or anyone 
you know is planning to go to Haiti, individually or with a group, please let Kathie 
Winemiller know. Sometimes there are materials or communications to be delivered 
and your transport help would be greatly appreciated. We all look forward to hearing 
more about the Jacmel project, recent deacon training programs in Haiti and especially 
our brother’s visit here. 
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Suriname: We received New Year’s greetings from Pr. Kevin Jacobson who serves in 
Suriname as a church leadership facilitator and pastor. He is celebrating his 5th 
anniversary as an ELCA missionary in this small South American country. In that time, 
God has blessed the Evangelisch Lutherse Kerk Suriname with the addition of four 
pastors into Suriname’s Word and Sacrament ministry. Church leadership development 
continues with the sponsorship of two new seminarians, studying at seminaries in the 
Caribbean, and also with the return home of Emmanuel’s intern, Ms. Aretha Ernst, as 
she journeys through the discernment process toward ordination. Our prayers are with 
her and all of ELKS ministers as they look for ways to use their gifts and talents in 
service to God and the people of Suriname. 
 

LENTEN PROJECT: Beginning in Lent, Emmanuel will focus its support on the ELCA 
Malaria Campaign, which hopes to eradicate this deadly disease by 2015. Watch for 
mosquitoes, mosquito nets and much more information regarding how you can help 
battle this preventable disease.

Our February FREE FRIENDSHIP DINNER will be held on 
Sunday, February 24, 2013 
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Crop Walk February 24, 2013 
February 24th is just around the corner and this is when we at 
Emmanuel along with 16 other local Churches and 
organization will be participating in the 2013 CROP Walk. 
CROP is an acronym for Communities Responding to 
Overcome Poverty, an ecumenical initiative founded over 40 
years ago by Church World Services (CWS) which now 
oversees 1,600 hunger walks annually across the U. S. In 
2012, this Venice project raised nearly $58,000 in donations, 
maintaining its longstanding record of more than double the 
amount raised by any of the other 46 CROP Walks in Florida. 
These monies are distributed: 75% to overseas CWS work and 
25% locally. The local monies are generally used to provide 
meals and food to the less fortunate people of Venice area. 
 

You can be part of this opportunity to help others either by being a walker on behalf 
of others or sponsoring someone to walk on your behalf. CROP program and 
participation details are available from Jack Robertson at 493-7842. We look forward 
to your interest in assisting others who are less fortunate and giving them hope for a 
better future. 
 

Our work can be summarized as “we walk because they walk to survive”.
