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Who do YOU see? 

 “Open your Eyes” is the title of a song that I learned as a young child. The words to the first 

stanza are, “Have you seen Jesus my Lord, take a look open your eyes he’s here in plain view.”  

Sometimes we need to be reminded to open our eyes to see Jesus in our midst. The love and spirit 

of Jesus is always in the eyes of the people we encounter in our daily lives. Seeing Jesus in people 

we encounter may not always be easy, but if we look at the creation story it reminds us that we 

are all created in the image of God. Bishop Schaefer addressed 

the shooting in Orlando in a recent letter to the church and he 

reminded us that we share the image of God no matter what 

background or belief system we come from in life. We have the 

freedom to open our eyes and see God’s presence in our 

neighbors even if that means taking some extra time and effort 

out of our day.    

Almost every week I see familiar people in our community and wonder about their story in life.  

There are people in particular that come to mind. First, there is a shirtless man who walks down 

Tamiami Trail wearing a white cowboy hat who appears to be a long time Florida resident and 

consistently exercises with purpose.  Second, whenever I go to Nokomis beach there is a woman 

that is frequently sitting and basking in the sun on the beach alone. She has a distinct weather 

blown look and has many different size bags most likely filled with all her earthly possessions. 

Also, every day there is a woman that rides her tricycle past my office window with a basket of 

colorful artificial flowers.   She appears very content and I often wonder where she has been and 

where she is headed.  Finally, early Saturday mornings on the beach there is a man who stands 

praying out loud while listening to Christian music on his stereo. 

Each of the people I see during the week become familiar faces that reflect the image of God.  

Whenever I notice them I think about their stories and wonder if they know the love of God. So 

far I have not had a conversation with these people, but hopefully someday I will have the 

opportunity to learn about their lives. The more we open ourselves up to become aware of our 

neighbors and interact with them the more we will see the reflection of Jesus.  God selflessly gave 

us Jesus in order to see the very heart of God.  Along his journey, Jesus looked at people, sat with 

them, and became part of their story. All of us have a story that we can share, and part of that 

story should be about making Jesus visible for others to see the very heart of God. “Open your 

eyes and see Jesus our Lord because he is in plain view.”

I need you to all be Flippers!  Yes, that’s right, Flippers.  What do I mean by that?  Well, nothing physical, 

strenuous, or complicated.  All I want you to do is FLIP your calendar page to July, and write in the two events 

that are planned for your health and welfare and plan on attending! 

During coffee hour on July 10th, the MetroCrime Prevention of Florida which was developed by former law 

enforcement officers will come to speak to us.  They want to make the public (that’s us) aware of the criminal 

threats facing everyone in today’s society and show us effective measures to counter those threats. Their 

goals are to save lives, prevent personal injury, and minimize or stop property loss. 

The reality of crime affects us all, whether it’s a purse snatching, burglarized home, stolen car, or identity 

theft; but we do not want to live in fear either.  They will help us learn how to empower ourselves as 

individuals and as a community. Learn where a home security system is weak, what time of day most 

burglaries happen, how a cell phone can save your life, and what makes you a target or potential victim.  

Come hear this vital information while you enjoy your coffee and treats following the 8:30am worship service. 

Then, be sure to write this one down, ‘cause, you know……Wednesday, July 20th from 10am – 3 pm, the 

Alzheimer’s Association will have their Memory Mobile here in our back parking lot.  You can get information 

from them or even some training on being a caregiver to someone with Alzheimer’s.  They have referrals if you 

need that and they can do some care consultations.  Want to know if you have any memory issues?  Take their 

test to learn if you do. This is a 20 minute screening, and it will either put your mind at ease, or show that you 

may need to bring some issues to the attention of your doctor.  It will at the very least give you a baseline for 

future reference.   

This does require an appointment so please call Barb Spenks at 488-4942 ext. 20 to schedule your 20 minute 

screening.  Refreshments will be served in the Fellowship Hall for people who are waiting for their 

appointment time or if waiting for someone who is getting screened.  Call early to get the time that is going to 

work best for you since these slots fill up quickly.  This is not a medical diagnosis, just a helpful tool to show us 

if we are just forgetful, too busy or brains are overcrowded and we just need a vacation or something that 

needs more attention from a medical standpoint.  Come find out and be screened!!

Nine years ago when I came to do my internship at Emmanuel, I did not know what God had in store for Haiti. 

But, whatever he had was for the best for the Lutheran Church of Haiti. When I came back to Haiti to establish 

the church, we had four congregations. Now, because of God’s grace and mercy, we have 18 congregations, 

four pastors and twenty deacons, seven of the congregations have a building to worship the others still 

worship under tents. The distance of these congregations to Port-au-Prince the city varies from two hours to 

thirteen hours depending on the traffic and the condition of the roads. As I usually say, there is no Gospel with 

transformation. We work with communities empowering them to respond to the situation that they are living 

on a daily basis. Haiti cannot come out his predicament without building the capacity of communities, thus 

building the capacity of people. We cannot do it without God, and your support. We thank you for your 

prayers and generosities as you continue to help us make a difference in Haiti in both word and deeds.
